1. Each vowel has a sound picture to go with it, fildr8ound Story About Audrey
and Brad This booklet is available separately from Sound City Reading.

2. Look at page 1. To read each word, say each letter sound going from left to rigit.
Read each word several times until you can connect the sounds smoothly. Look at
the picture for each word. Listen to this page on the CD for help. Then read it all
by yourself.
Continue in the same way for the remaining pages with words and pictures.
Each short vowel sound is presented in three different sections. In the first sectjon,
only continuous consonants are used in the words. This type of word is the easjest
to read, because continuous consonants have sounds that can be held indefinitely.
For example, these sounds include fffffff, sssssss, and mmmmmm. In the second
section, stop consonants (which canpt
with continuous consonants at the beginning. In the third section, stop consonants
appear at the beginning of the words. These will be the most challenging for be
ginning readers, because it is more difficult to blend the sounds together to form
the word.

5. When you get to a page with sentences, look at the vowel at the top of the page.
Say the vowel sound. Then read the sentences. Read each word going from Idft to
right in the sentence. | f you r ememb
