Students should read the color -coded side first,
and the black and white side second. When reading the black and white print, if a stu-

dent gets stuck on a word, he or she can refer to the same word on the color -coded page to
figure it out.
Rereading the stories several times is recommended for developing comprehension,
oral expression, and fluency.
