 Use these stories in conjunction with Phonics Patterns For Begin-

ning Readers, Number One, A Fish .  The sequence of stories in this 

book matches  the sequence of patterns taught in Phonics Patterns . 
 The phonogram patterns to teach are listed beside the name of 

each story in the table of contents.  Students should practice reading 

words and sentences with these patterns before attempting to read the 

story.   
 Rereading the stories is beneficial for improving oral expression 

and fluency.  

 If desired, the teacher can read each story aloud first, then make 

a list on the board showing the new phonics patterns and words that 

follow these patterns.  The students can then study these words and 

other words with the same patterns, and then return to the story to 

read it themselves.
